About the NAS Surrey Branch Conference

This conference is for parents/carers, people with autistic spectrum disorders (ASDs), professionals and others interested in autism and Asperger Syndrome.  It will look at the relationship between ASDs and conditions such as Attention Deficit /Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD);  Tourette’s Syndrome, Obsessive Compulsive Disorder, Semantic/ Pragmatic or other language disorders and many others.  It will also look at how mental illnesses such as depression and anxiety disorders can affect children or adults with ASDs.  Questions to be covered include:

· How to differentiate between symptoms - for example, when are motor tics part of ASD and when are they Tourette’s Syndrome?           

· Why are some children given many different diagnoses when others are just said to have ASD?

· Should I use different behaviour management strategies if a child has both ASD and ADHD?  Is ADHD part of the autistic spectrum?

In the morning our speaker is Dr. Judith Gould.   Dr. Gould is a consultant clinical psychologist and Director of the Centre for Social and Communication Disorders, which offers a diagnostic service and training in diagnosis for professionals.  Dr. Gould will talk about the diagnosis of ASDs and related conditions and the connection between them.

After lunch there will be a choice of talks looking at practical strategies to manage the problems which are caused by the combination of other difficulties with ASDs. (See back page for details)
